	Financial Aid or other financial Support

	Types of Financial Aid
Grants: Federal & state grants or waivers do not have to be repaid and, other than Pell, are awarded based on full-time enrollment.
Loans: Must be repaid. Individual terms and conditions vary based on the type of loan and lender. The federal government offers loans that are both need based and non need based.
Scholarships: Scholarships are awarded based on academic merit, financial need, or personal background. Some have specific requirements or conditions that must be met, and many awards are renewable each year.  General scholarship information can be found at:  http://www.metedu.org/rcac/
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T.E.A.C.H. Early Childhood® ARIZONA is a comprehensive scholarship program that links education, compensation and commitment to improving the quality of early childhood care and education experiences for young children and their families. T.E.A.C.H. provides a significant portion of the cost of tuition and books, including additional incentives such as travel stipends and bonuses. Eligible candidates include directors, assistant directors, teachers and assistant teachers who work directly with children 0-5 in a licensed, regulated or certified facility for a minimum of 20 hours per week to qualify for the CDA Assessment scholarship, and a minimum of 30 hours per week to qualify for the Associates Degree scholarship. Employment Programs: Employment opportunities through federal work-study or student employment are available from colleges and university. Check with each college or university Financial Aid office for details and information about applying for employment.

Applying for Financial Aid
